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Notes

Suitable support steel work should be
provided approximately 3.5 metres in front
and behind, the front face of the basketball
board in the play position. The steel work
installed must be capable of accepting 254
kgs S.W.L. at any point along it’s length and
two sections of steel at 1.2 metres centres
are necessary.

It is recommended that the winch is fitted at
a minimum height of 2.5 metres above the
finished floor level. An area on the wall 1.0
metre square near the corner of the hall and
2.5 metres high to its centre, should be
capable of withstanding 600 kgs.

Backboard ring and
net retracts’ into the

1.8m x 1.05m Laminated timber or clear
perspex backboard with standard or pressure
release ring, including net. (Padding is
available for the bottom of the backboards)
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
